Veterans Foil League
Fencers competing in the Veterans Foil League will be governed by the following

rules during each of the night’s of fencing.

1. Each bout will be fenced to 3 minutes, in the event of both fencers having the

same equal score then an extra 1 minute of time will be fenced to ascertain

one winner. 

Priority will be awarded by the referee, If neither fencer does not obtain the winning hit then the fencer whom has priority will win the bout.

2. The winner of the bout will be the fencer who obtained the first score of 5 hits

3. Mask head wires are not compulsory
4. Minimum 350N must be worn and socks must cover the leg area

5. If the fencer feels that a hit would of scored but due to a faulty Foil weapon

this must be tested by the referee in order to annul any hits received.

6. The points awarded for the fencers are as follows

1st - 30pts / 2nd – 28pts / 3rd – 26pts / 4th 24pts / 5th 24pts and so on

7. Fencers who miss any league night will be awarded points after all other

competitors for that night have been awarded their points first. These

points awarded will be shown on the league results in red.

8. The league organiser will determine on the night when the registration

will close. Prior arrangement can be made in which a fencer who wishes

to still compete after the poule has closed may fence all of their bouts

one after another at the end of the normal league night.

9. 10 minutes will be awarded to any fencers who requires medical attention

in which they may return but maybe required to fencer several bouts

one after another.

10. Fencers wishing to compete in this league must be a minimum of 40 years old 
11. League nights will be published in the local media, if you wish not to be   
named or photographic pictures published then please in form the league

organiser of your wishes.
